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Morning Time

When you go into your child’s room, say: 
“Good morning, [child’s name]! God is 
good!”

Drive Time

While on the go, take turns pointing 
out things that are good (sun, nature, 
animals, people, etc.). Each time you name 
something, say, “God is good!”

Cuddle Time

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God, 
thank You for making [name of child] and 
me. Help us remember how special we are 
- not because of what we do, but because 
You made us.”

Bath Time

As you give your child a bath, sing to the 
tune of “Wheels on the Bus”: “God is good, 
oh yes, God is. God is good. God is good. 
God is good, oh yes, God is. God is good.”
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“Give thanks to the Lord,
for he is good.”
Psalm 107:1, NIV
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God is good.
